Galmpton Warborough Common and Road Building 

The Ecological Survey of Galmpton Warborough Common has been 
completed and we now have confirmation that the main part of the 
Common is a good example of managed lowland calcareous grassland. 

The Public Inquiry has been held over at the request of Torbay Council to 
seek a compromise plan which will satisfy all stakeholders. However, the 
Councilôs most recent proposals still do not meet with the objectives of the 
GRA, which are to minimise the loss of valuable Common Land, to keep 
the Bus Stop at Langdon Lane (not move it to the War Memorial), to ensure 
exits/entrances to Langdon Lane and Bascombe Road are viable and safe, 
and to ensure a pedestrian crossing is provided across the slip lane from 
Brixham to the ring road. 

Soundings in the community indicate that residents are still strongly 
opposed to any loss of Common land and this was again confirmed when 
talking to people at the GRA Gooseberry Pie Fair stall. GRA will continue 
their discussions with the Council, and the Highways Officers are also 
planning to meet with the Community Partnership on this issue in the 
Autumn. 

Issue Action Groups 

The possibility of small groups following through issues of concern, which 
was discussed at our AGM in March, has borne fruit. Two new volunteers 
have joined the Committee, and the first Action Group has been formed. 
This will be headed by Mr. Alan Knight and will deal with traffic problems 
within Galmpton village, with particular reference to a 20-mph speed limit. 
Work will begin in earnest in the Autumn. 

Committee Personnel 

Some changes to GRA committee have taken place. Mrs Margaret Packer 
has tendered her resignation after many years supporting GRA, including a 
spell as Treasurer. We are indebted to her for her many contributions to 
GRA matters, and wish to publicly record our thanks and wish her well in 
her óretirementô. We are pleased to announce that Mrs Sheila OóConnor has 
kindly agreed to take on the role of Treasurer of the Association, and that 
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Mr Steve Sherren will be co-ordinating the collection of subscriptions (a 
small increase to £3 per household this year). We are very grateful to them 
for giving their time to these tasks. 

Mr Paul Crocker is taking a six month sabbatical from his work as our 
Secretary and Mrs Christine Batten has agreed to act in the role of 
Secretary for this time. We would like to register our grateful thanks to Paul 
for his unstinting work for the Association and hope he will be able to rejoin 
the work of the Committee in due course. 

Brokenbury ï Proposed Sports Area 

We would emphasise the importance of filling in and returning the CP 
Questionnaire on this subject which should by now have reached every 
household. The proposal for six football pitches plus a spectator stand and 
changing rooms at Brokenbury are likely to impact the environment and 
infrastructure of the area. This is your only chance to voice an opinion on 
the project which will affect us all. The Community Partnership continues to 
negotiate with Torbay Development Agency and needs a mandate from 
residents. A period of six months was given for consultation with residents 
which expires very shortly. Failure to negotiate efficiently will result in the 
Torbay Development Agency going ahead with their plan with no further 
discussion possible.

Neighbourhood Planning 

As part of the governmentôs ñLocalismò agenda the process of preparing a 
Local Plan has been changed. It will now begin with the preparation of a 
Neighbourhood Plan developed by a local Neighbourhood Forum. These 
plans will then be built by Councils into a Strategic Plan, (which spans 20 
years until 2031 for Torbay), with some strategic guidelines from govern-
ment, notably on housing and jobs. 

The Churston, Galmpton and Broadsands Community Partnership has 
opted to contribute to creating a Plan with Brixham Town Council rather 
than joining with Paignton (see Page 25). Brixham Town Council has 
already, independently, developed their own Town Design Statement 
based on a widespread questionnaire and workshop exercises. GRA will 
join in a Neighbourhood Forum with other representatives, groups and 
Councillors from Brixham, Broadsands and Churston. We will be seeking 
residentsô views about what you want for our Village and surroundings in 
terms of environmental, community and economic development over the 
next 20 years, and what you want to protect or improve. It will be important 
that you respond promptly and fully to our consultations in coming months 
to make the most of this opportunity for grass-roots-led decision making. 
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Residents Against Golf Club Sell-off R.A.G.S. 
¶ The 5

th
 May elections have transformed the political landscape across Torbay. 

Those politicians who supported the Golf Club plans are no longer in power. 

¶ RAGS now have a great deal more confidence that the present Council will act 
openly, rationally, and with more understanding of the Local Community needs. 

¶ Our Judicial Review sought permission for our case to go before 3 Judges 
based upon a reading of our documents only by a single Judge. This was 
refused because Torbay Council presented a challenge to our claim. 

¶ RAGS now must present our case in open court before a single Judge this 
autumn, in order to proceed to the final stage. This is common practice for many 
Judicial Reviews, and we were informed at the outset that this might occur. We 
remain confident that our claim will succeed in due course. 

¶ We understand that Bloor Homes is busy finalising their Planning Application 
which we hear may be submitted this autumn. 

¶ The success of RAGS Judicial Review would restore the Covenants against 
development and this is likely to influence whether or not a Planning Application 
is submitted to Torbay Council. 

¶ RAGS and their supporters remain vigilant and active in preparing our defense 
against a Planning Application, should one be made.
