Galmpton is a vibrant and active community, with many of you already
volunteering in a number of ways, supporting a wide range of organisations
and groups. Galmpton Residents Association has a core of very able and
willing helpers, but is realising the urgent need for more support in this
coming year, particularly preparing our local Neighbourhood Plan. We are
putting out a plea for volunteers who may consider helping, wh et her
just an hour or a regular commitment for a period of time. Thank you to
John Risdon of the Local History Group who has, at very short notice,
helped out already!

Project 1 - Galmpton Warborough Common

Action to stop the travellers using the Common was brought up by Clir Mills
under AOB at the AGM of the CGB Community Partnership in June. There
was general agreement that urgent action was needed to stop the travellers
annual invasion. Mention was made of boulders or ditch but no actual
proposal was made or voted upon. Within a couple of days of this meeting,
Mr Richard Haddock was contracted by Torbay Council to dig a ditch
around part of the seaward side of the Common and create a bund, without
any further consultation with residents. These initial efforts worked to some
extent in that the next group of travellers could not get on 7 but they then
moved onto the Common by the Surgery. Unfortunately a later group of
travellers found a weak spot on the seaward side, breached the ditch and
bund and gained access. This breach has now been repaired.

There is now concern that the bund urgently needs attention to control
weeds. Clir Derek Mills attended the last GRA committee meeting with all
this information and asked the Chair to organise a community working party
to carry out immediate essential maintenance. In addition, as a suggestion
from GRA, it was agreed a small Galmpton Warborough Common Group
should be set up which would include a Torbay Council representative and
Mr Mike Tooze of Elberry Farm. Mr Haddock has been further charged to
dig a ditch and bund around the smaller section of the Common next to
Langdon Lane but hopefully this has been put on hold until the Group has
met. This GW Common Group would set out some strategies to prevent
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further ad hoc action being taken again on the Common without wider
consultation with stakeholders and consideration of the effect any action
will have on the land as an important example of a lowland calcareous
grassland habitat. Although the Council have paid Mr Haddock for the work
he carried out, there is no actual budget for management of the Common
other than the routine cutting of verges. So volunteer helpers are needed
for: 1. Working Party to weed ditch and 2. Group to draw up Galmpton
Common Management Strategy. Please E-mail Marilyn Everitt.

Project 2 - Galmpton Traffic Calming

The new Community Partnership Steering Group, which was voted in at
their last AGM has a majority of members from Churston.

The Steering Group, however, also voted to set
up a Project Group to look afresh at the issues concerning Windy Corner,
assuming that a Traffic Relief Scheme is necessary, and doing nothing is
not an option. GRA is working hard to retain within these discussions the
four points agreed by GRA-AGM ( No |l oss of Common;
stop; safe and easy access to the village; zebra crossing on the slip lane).
We conclude that Galmpton urgently needs more equal representation on
the CP Steering Group.
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Residents Against Golf Club Sell-off R.A.G.S.

1 Bloor Homes and Churston Golf Club submitted 3 Planning Applications
in September for residential development of the 1% & 18" holes and
relocation of the Club House and ancillary facilities on to the AONB in
Churston village.

9 Torbay Council arranged for a series of public exhibitions and
consultations so that the community could view the Plans and provide
feedback to the Council. This resulted in 88% of attendees stating their
opposition to the development and only 7% supporting it.

1 Anyone who has yet to submit a letter to the Planning Department
informing them of their views on the 3 Planning Applications can do so
up to 24 hours before the Planning hearing. Your opinion can also be
expressed online. Visit www.churstonrags.co.uk for help on how to do
either of these, or contact a R.A.G.S. committee member.

1 Itis expected that the Planning Application hearing will be held some-
time in November. The date will be announced by the Council once it
has been established. Public attendance at the hearing will demonstrate
the strength of local opinion to the Council Planning Committee
Members.

R.A.G.S. is seeking permission to go before the Court with the aim of
overturning Nick Byeds decision to
developer.

1 Some recent investigations by R.A.G.S. into the status of parcels of land
in the area reveal that Bloor Homes has been active by making several
Land Registry charges and legal restrictions. These include a Legal
Charge upon the whole of Churston Golf Course, which could possibly
remain even after the Club pays off its commercial loan, giving Bloor
Homes a say in the future of the Course. At the recent public exhibitions
Bloor Homes promised that an explanation would be provided by their
lawyers the following week. At the time of writing, this has not been
received and Bloor Homes actions continue to remain a worrying
mystery until satisfactory explanations are provided.
